EXPANSION

In 2019, Palisades was gifted 278

acres from the South Dakota Parks
and Wildlife Foundation. Since then,
the park has been designing and
constructing the property to allow for
additional public use. The expansion
will be available in 2024 and includes
76 campsites, 2 picnic shelters, a
playground, a new welcome center,

a dump station, and a new entrance.
Mote amenities and recreational
opportunities will come in future years,
and this is all in addition to the existing
park.

» Collecting firewood is prohibited.

» No out-of-state firewood is allowed
in state parks and recreation areas
due to the threat of bug infestations.

» Do not bring wood that has been
within the emerald ash borer
quarantine area into any South
Dakota state park unless it has a
label affixed certifying it as emerald
ash borer treated and safe to move.

» In parks located within the
quarantine area, outside firewood
must have a label affixed certifying it
as emerald ash borer treated and safe
to move.

» Firewood is available for purchase
in the parks or from local stores
outside the quarantine area.

Smooth dimensional lumber scraps
are acceptable if sized to fit within
the firegrate. Wood containing nails,
screws, or hardware - including
rough and pallet lumber - cannot be
brought into any state park area to
be used as firewood.

If you purchase firewood from a
state park within the quarantine area,
do not remove it from the park.
Restrictions may change. Ask

park staff or visit gfp.sd.gov for the
most current information.
