COMMISSION PROPOSAL HIGHLIGHTS

Season Dates: September 28, 2013 — January 15, 2014

Open Area: “Any Deer” Licenses: Statewide, East River, West River

“Any Antlerless Deer” Licenses: Unit 1 and Unit 2

Licenses: Unlimited resident “any deer” licenses
Unlimited resident single and double tag “any antlerless deer” licenses

Requirements and Restrictions:

1. A person may purchase no more than five (5) archery deer licenses regardless of type.

2. Resident and nonresident hunters may purchase one (1) statewide “any deer” license or one (1)
East River “any deer” license and one (1) West River “any deer” license.

3. Residents and nonresidents may purchase “any antlerless deer” licenses.

4. Individuals may purchase one “any antlerless deer” license for Unit 1.

a. The Unit 1 “any antlerless deer” licenses are not valid in the Black Hills Fire Protection
District and the counties of Bon Homme, Charles Mix, Clay, Codington, Douglas, Grant,
Hutchinson, Lincoln, Turner, Union and Yankton.

5. Individuals may purchase up to five (5) single and double tag “any antlerless deer” licenses for
Unit 2:

a. The Unit 2 single and double tag “any antlerless deer” licenses are not valid in those
areas closed in Unit 1 and the counties of Brookings, Deuel, Hamlin, Lake, McCook,
Minnehaha, Moody, and Roberts.

6. Shooting hours are ¥z hour before sunrise to % hour after sunset.

7. From Jan 1-15, only “any antlerless deer” licenses are valid.

8. Sand Lake NWR is open Oct 20 — Jan 15, except during the Sand Lake NWR firearm deer
season.

9. Waubay Lake State Game Refuge and Waubay National Wildlife Refuge in Day County are
open through Dec 31, except during refuge deer seasons.

10. Lacreek NWR is open through Dec 31, except during the Lacreek NWR firearm deer seasons.

11. Licensees must obtain an access permit from the Department issued by lottery drawing before
hunting Adams Homestead and Nature Preserve and Good Earth State Park.

Recommended changes from last year:

1. Only unfilled “Any Antlerless Deer” licenses are valid from January 1-15™

2. Add Bon Homme, Charles Mix, Clay, Codington, Douglas, Grant, Hutchinson, Lincoln, Turner,
Union and Yankton counties to the area where antlerless deer licenses are not valid.

3. Change the name of “Blood Run Nature Area” to “Good Earth State Park”.

4. Reduce number of “Any Antlerless Deer” archery access permits for Adams Homestead and
Nature Preserve from 45 to zero and Good Earth State Park from 5 to zero.

5. Increase the number of “Any Deer” archery access permits from 5 to 10 for Adams Homestead
and Nature Preserve.

The Unit 1 single-tag “any antlerless deer” license is valid in all areas except the
shaded areas.

. The Unit 2 single-tag and double-tag “any antlerless deer” licenses are valid in all
areas except the shaded areas.

. Archery antlerless deer licenses are not valid on Sand Lake National Wildlife Refuge
in Brown County.
