COMMISSION PROPOSAL HIGHLIGHTS 
 

Season Dates:  October 1, 2013 – January 31, 2013 
   
Licenses: Black Hills 1,500 resident and 120 nonresident one-tag “any turkey” 

licenses 
  ER Prairie Residents: 1,580 one-tag, 700 two-tag “any turkey” licenses 
  WR Prairie Unlimited resident and nonresident 2-tag “any turkey” 

licenses for the West River Prairie Unit (WR1). 
 

Requirements and Restrictions: 
 

1. One-half of the prairie licenses are available for landowner preference applicants. 
2. A person may apply for both a Black Hills license and a prairie unit license in the first drawing. 
3. A person is limited to a total of five (5) fall turkey licenses. 
4. Brookings, Marshall, Day, Roberts, Grant, Hutchinson and Turner, Minnehaha, Davison and 

Hanson, Deuel, and Moody counties, and the areas below Oahe Dam east of State Hwy1806 
and north of Hwy 14-34 in Stanley County, are designated for shotgun or archery hunting only. 

5. A person may not use any firearm on the south unit and the signed portion of the north unit of 
the Bureau of Land Management Fort Meade Recreation Area. 

6. No person may shoot a turkey that is in a tree or roost. 
 

Recommended changes from last year: 
 

1. Offer 20 fewer one-tag licenses and 10 more two-tag licenses for resident hunters on the East 
River Prairie Units. 

2. Offer 500 fewer one-tag licenses for resident hunters and 40 fewer one-tag licenses for 
nonresident hunters for the Black Hills Unit. 

3. Repeal 41:06:14:04.  Licenses valid for unit specified. In those units adjoining the Cheyenne 
River or White River a license is valid in the adjacent unit within one mile of the common river 
boundary.
