HUNT SAFE

S Department of Game, Fish & Parks | €'SONS Who are 11 may participate, but will not be issued a Hunter Safety
certification card until they turn 12, unless the card is clearly marked that the

card is not valid in South Dakota until their 12th birthday.

If a student's 12th birthday falls on or between Sept. 1 and Dec. 31, they may be issued a card and eligible
to obtain a license and hunt beginning Sept. 1 of that year. Adults are also welcome and invited to attend.
