Season Dates:   September 1 - 30, 2013  Open Area:        Unit 1 (see map below) 
 
Daily Limit:  15 Canada Geese Possession Limit:  30 Canada Geese 
 
Requirements and Restrictions: 
1.  Shooting hours are one-half hour before sunrise to sunset. 
2.  Nonresidents may not hunt in the counties of Beadle, Brookings, Hanson, Kingsbury, Lake,

Recommended changes from last year: 
1. Change the opening date from the first Saturday in September to September 1. 
2. Amend 41:06:16:07 to modify the boundaries of Units 1 and 2 near the Missouri River to remove 

portions from Unit 1 (area open to Early Fall Canada Goose Hunting Season) and include in Unit 
2.  This modification would include all of Tripp County and that portion of Charles Mix County 
east of U.S. Highway 281 and north of S.D. Highway 46.  See attached map.

Department staff has received public input seeking later season goose hunting opportunities in Tripp 
County and a portion of Charles Mix County.  Additional input from public meetings reveal support for 
this proposed change to these goose hunting unit boundaries.
