No person may possess more than one (1) elk license of any type in a year.

No more than two persons may submit applications together.

Except for landowner/operator preference applicants, no person who receives a license in the
first drawing for this season shall be eligible to apply for a prairie elk license in first drawings for
the next 9 years.

One-half of the licenses allocated in each unit are available for landowner/operator preference.
One member of each qualifying landowner/operator household may apply every year.

Each elk harvested must be inspected by a Conservation Officer or designee within 24 hours
after Kill.

Adjust the number of licenses available from 47 “any elk” and 53 “antlerless elk” licenses (total of
100 licenses) to 45 “any elk” and 51 “antlerless elk” licenses (total of 96 licenses).

Modify Unit 30 (Gregory County) by removing that portion of Boyd County, Nebraska (see
attached map).

Adjust the season dates for Unit 30 (Gregory County) from September 29 — October 28 and
December 1-31 to September 1 — December 31.

Adjust the season dates for Unit 11B (Bennett County and portions of Mellette County) from
September 1 to the second Sunday of October to September 1 to the Friday before the third
Saturday in October.

Add Unit 11D (Bennett County and portions of Mellette County) with season dates of September
1 - December 31.
