If we use tap water it will kill them especially if it warm from
sitting in the truck for hours after you have been fishing. It;s easy to throw your catch on ice to keep it fresh but
what about water for the bait - That is a major concern. STUPID PEOPLE WILL DUMP THEIR LEFT OVER
BAIT BACK IN TFIE WATER (MORE PROBLEMS)

I commend you in taking aclion in this area of conc€m. I think it is a bit overdue. However, I am confused on how this
will work. I am certain you have checked with other states.
I will give you my example of what I do with beit and live fish. My bam is 1 mile from the lake at Angustura. I keep
minnows in my bait well allweekend. I place a portaue bubbler on them as my boat sits in the garage till the next day. I

do not move them from the boat.
My fish sit in my other live well until I get to my lot, lthen drain the live will in my gravel and clean the fresh lish. I never
leave the lake to go to another body of water with water in my boat. Everything is drained.
I may leave minnow in a tank in my bam but never take them with me to another place.

I am confused with the new proposal and it does not seem praclical to dump minnows and water at the ramp when you
are not leaving the watershed.
I know this issue will have lots of discussion.

Dear Commissioners:

lwould like to bring to your attention proposed regulations 41:10:04:05 and 41:10:04:06 concerning aquatic invasive

species and fish and bait transportation restrictions.

I feel that the GF&P Department has not been totally fair to the public in not giving us a lot more information as to why

these proposals are necessary. The Bureau of Reclamation controls Angustora Reservoir. Why were they not mentioned
and what part did they play in these restrictions?

As a professional fishing guide for over 25 years, a touring pro for 7 years and founder of the SD Professional Guide and

Outfitters Association, no one is more concerned about the resource than I am. I have been subject to draining my live

wells when fishing other states, so this is not new and I totally agree. I wish that you commissioners will vote for this, but
you must take into consideration the l/O boat owners who cannot drain their motors. Not transporting bait away from
the lake concerns me highly. Again, there has been no mention in any press release as to ythy this is a proposed

regulation.

Most fisherman I know buy their bait and carry them to the lake in aeriated bait tanks. lf we do not use all of our bait,
we want to bring them home in the same tanks and preserve them until the next fishing trip. lf you vote to approve this
regulation you will see that the general public will not take the time to comply. Some people will throw them on shore
or dump them back into the lake, etc. I have researched this item on the internet and cannot find one state that has

implemented a similar law.

I urge you as commissioners to vote for the aquatic anvasive species part of the law, but unless you have inside
information on the reason for the bait transportation regulation, please vote no for that regulation.

I would like to express my concerns regarding the proposed rules in regard to changes to transporting boats and

fish from public waters. I feel the proposed rules are fine but they do not address the complete issue. I would
like to see mandatory inspections for all boats coming into South Dakota and sticker or decal applied to boat
after inspection for a minimal cost. I have observed many out of state boats carrying large amount ofweeds
attached to the undercarriage oftrailers which end up in our lakes, thus carrying the invasive species. The
proposed rules you have outlined are great and will help but I do think further steps must be taken to prevent the
boats from transpofting this invasive species to our South Dakota lakes. I have also observed many cases of
people emptying bait buckets into public waters.
